Kindness at Christmas – message from JGC Senior Head Team
Once again, we will be supporting the Jedburgh Churches Foodbank in the run up to Christmas. The Foodbank is based at Jedburgh Old and Trinity Parish Church but is a joint churches initiative, including Ancrum Parish Kirk. 

As well as supporting the Foodbank, JGC staff can also make referrals for families needing assistance. All requests for referrals will be treated confidentially.
Suitable items for donation are dried, packet and tinned goods, toiletries and cleaning materials. They always need jam, cereals, tea, coffee, packet noodles, rice, biscuits like digestives and ginger nuts, baked beans, hot dogs, tinned tuna/ravioli/sausages and beans, tinned fruit and loo rolls. They cannot accept alcohol, homemade food, fresh food or items past their sell by date. 
Children and young people can hand donations to their teacher (primary) or place items into boxes in the foyer at the campus entrance (ELC and secondary).
The Foodbank are also grateful for monetary donations that allow them to buy fresh food and babycare items. We can’t accept money in school so if you would prefer to donate in this way there is a swipe card donation point in Jedburgh Co-op.

4. If you already have an account set up then sign in again using your email and password.  If you don’t have an account then tap sign up with e-mail.  
5. To join a group go to Groups, tap the + sign and enter the code
