SCHOOL TRANSPORT
All parents/carers of children and young people who travel on school transport should have received an email directly regarding procedures for transport during winter months. We have summarised the key points below but if you did not receive the email please contact jgc@scotborders.gov.uk for a copy.

· Updates on weather- or road-affected school transport routes will be posted on the Scottish Borders Council website from 7:30am when required: www.scotborders.gov.uk/wintertransport.
Local radio may share some cancellations, but the website is the definitive source for accurate, up-to-date route information.
School transport operators will report issues directly to the School Transport team.
	
· Groupcall will still be used for non-weather-related transport issues (e.g. breakdowns or delays).
	
· Children should normally wait no more than 15 minutes for the bus; in severe cold, parents/carers should use their judgement. Parents/carers decide whether their child should wait for the bus.

· If you choose to take your child to school yourself, you are responsible for collecting them at the end of the day.
