Writing Competition

Kelso Writers, a local charity, have been awarded a grant by Charity Begins At Home, in Kelso, to run a short story competition for pupils in Kelso and Jedburgh schools, to produce an anthology featuring prizewinners’ stories. 

This exciting competition is being run with JGC, Kelso High School and the following primary schools:  Broomlands, Edenside, Ednam, Morebattle, Sprouston and Yetholm. There will be three prize winners in each of two high school categories and three prize winners in each of two primary school categories. Winners and runners-up will see their story published, get a copy of the printed anthology, and an invitation for them and a friend to the launch party. Winners will also receive a book token. 

Kelso Writers are building on a competition they ran last year that culminated in a 100-page anthology with stories from primary and secondary pupils and a few stories from adult writers. 

The competition fits in well with the Curriculum for Excellence and with a closing date of 10th October 2025, allows enough time for pupils to write a story before the closing date. Pupils will take part in this competition during the school day; they do not need to do anything at home.
The judges include members of Kelso Writers and two well-known local authors.
