SENIOR PHASE UPDATE

We are delighted to report that all UCAS applicants for 2023-24 have now completed the application process. We have 20 young people leaving us this year who are hoping to take up a variety of degree courses in universities across the land. 

Borders College applications for School Academy and full time courses starting in August are now open.  We advise that applications are summitted as soon as possible to increase chances of getting into the desired course.  
School Academy Courses for senior pupils moving into S4, S5 and S6 in June 2024 offer a wide range of vocational courses to study alongside school based National and Higher qualifications. See here for the extensive list of course available in a range of levels of study. For session 2024-25 most courses will take place at the Galashiels Campus on a Friday from 10am-14:30. SBC will provide Transport and we anticipate that buses will leave from Jedburgh Grammar Campus at 9am and return before 3.30pm.  By moving college courses to a Friday, we significantly reduce the weekly travel time for young people while also ensuring that they will not miss any other certificated classes.
